D: Main Text

Four blind men came upon an elephant. Each touched a different part: the tail, an ear, the trunk, and a leg. Then they asked each other, 'What sort of thing is an elephant?'

The man with the tail said, 'An elephant is like a paintbrush.' The man with the ear replied, 'An elephant is like a fan.' The man with the trunk said it was a tree branch; and the man with the leg, a pillar. Of course, an elephant is all and none of these things. In this story, the truth is larger than the blind men's ability to perceive it.
